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1.INTRODUCTION m

sound systems with no loss of quality.

To ensure proper use, please carefully read through this manual before using this product. It is especially important
that you read and observe caution’s in this manual. Please keep the manual in a safe and accessible place for future
reference.

2.SAFETYINSTRUCTIONS

1. Make sure that your vehicle has a 12V DC electrical system with negative grounding. Before installing the head unit in
cars, trucks or buses, check the battery voltage.

2. Check the state of on-board power supply of your vehicle, the battery and the alternator. When the engine is running,
depending on the ambient temperature, the voltage to be outputted by the alternator must be within the range of 14 to 14.7
V. Open circuit voltage (OCV) of the battery must be within the range of 12.5 to 13 V. Make sure that the rated current of the
alternatorand the battery capacity is enough to provide increased consumption.

3.Donot place the head unit in the engine compartment and also in the places exposed to water, moisture, dust or dirt.

4. Never stretch the cables outside of the car and near the moving parts of the car. This can lead to destruction of the
insulating layer, shortcircuitand fire.

5.The head unit should be installed in areas of the car where the temperature varies from 0 °C (32 °F) to 55 °C (131 °F). The
head unitshould bein a place with agood air circulation. The horizontal position of the head unitis the bestway to install.

6. During the operation the head unit may be heated up to 80 °C (176 °F). Before you touch it, make sure it is not
overheated that may be dangerous.

7.Toimprove the cooling of the head unit, it is recommended to clean periodically the heatsink from dust. When cleaning
the heatsink strong solvents should not be used as they may damage the head unit. Do not use compressed air, because
solids can penetrate inside the head unit. Cleanings best done with wet towels or cloth.

8. Make sure that the location of the head unit does not violate the proper operation of mechanical and electrical devices
of thevehicle.

9.Make sure that during the installation and connection of the battery, the power cables are not shorted.

10. When performing plumbing, drilling or cutting works with the car, make sure that there is no wiring, brake lines, fuel
pipe or other structural elements under the place of work. Follow the safety rules! Use protective glasses and gloves.

11. To protect the wires use rubber gaskets if the wire passes through a hole in the plate, or other similar materials if it lies
close to the parts exposed to heat.

12. Make sure that all the cables are fixed over the entire length. Also make sure that their outer protective shell is non-
combustible. Use a clamping screw to secure the positive and negative cables next to the appropriate terminals of the head
unit.

14.To avoid accidental damage, keep the head unitinits original packaging prior to installation.

15. Use high-quality copper speaker and power cables.

3.TYPICAL INSTALLATION SEQUENCE

1. Install the mounting frame into vehicle 1 DIN slot. If the OEM dash has a 2 DIN slot, use additional mounting
adapters and frames.

2. Using a screwdriver, bend the metal tabs on the mounting frame outward to fix the frame at its position.

3. Check electrical connections, connector and individual wires. Connect the main connector to the device. Check the
functionality of the head unit before fixing it in the mounting frame.

4.Insert the device into the mounting frame and push it in until it clicks and firmly fixed in place. In some vehicles head
unit needs to be mounted with screws to the OEM brackets. In this situation, the mounting frame is not used.

Step 5. Connect one end of the grounding cable from (-) terminal of the battery and the second end of the
grounding cable to the head unit terminal marked with Al.

Step 6. Connect one end of the power cable from ACC terminal of the vehicle and the second end of the
power cable to the head unit terminal marked with A3.

In the upper right corner of the screen, there is a button for pairing with the head unit, the gray color of the
button means that the device is disconnected, the green color means a successful connection. Click on the
button to connect to the head unit. In the pop-up menu, select your device.

ignal source selection

To select a signal source, use the corresponding buttons at the main screen. Active signal source will be
displayed at the top of the screen.

Basic software setup

For basic software setup, click on the options button in the upper right corner of the app's main screen.

In this menu, you can select system language, time and date format,
enable or disable animation on the device display, launch demo mode or
change PIN code of device's Bluetooth. To perform the selected action, tap
on the corresponding menu item.

Volume adjustment

To adjust the volume, tap on button with the speaker icon in the upper right corner of the app's main screen.

To adjust the volume, pull the appropriate slider. The slider on the left
controls the main volume of all outputs, while the slider on the right
controls the volume of the subwoofer outputs.

Backlight settings

To adjust the backlight, tap the button with the palette icon at the bottom of the app's main screen.




You can configure four backlight zones both together and separately:
buttons backlight and screen backlight. To select a backlight-setting mode,
tap the selector at the top of the screen. Next, select the desired backlight
color by tapping the button with the color you need. You can also select one
of five backlight-operating modes preset by the manufacturer by touching the
buttons at the bottom of the screen.

Equalizer setup

The receiver has the ability to configure a 28-band parametric equalizer.

To set up the equalizer, select a frequency and adjust its level by pulling the corresponding slider. All equalizer
settings are applied in real time.

To reset the equalizer settings, tap on the RESET button, then confirm in the dialog menu that you really want
to reset the equalizer settings, or you can cancel the reset process by clicking on the cancel button. (Pic.1)

You can also switch to the graphical equalizer settings mode by tapping the GRAPH EQ button at the bottom of
the screen. In this mode, you will see a graphical representation of the equalizer frequency response. (Pic. 2)

In this mode, you can change the frequency level directly on the frequency
response graph, to do this, simply touch the frequency response graph and
pull the desired frequency in the desired direction, or select a frequency and
adjust its level using the buttons in the upper right corner of the screen. In
both the graphic and parametric equalizer modes, you can select one of the
eight equalizer presets from the manufacturer. To do this, tap on the
corresponding button with the preset name.




Audio settings

To access audio settings, tap the SOUND button at the bottom right of the main screen.

Next, select one of three possible setup modes:

- Digital time delay correction settings setup mode (DELAYS button)
- Filtering setup mode (XOVER button)

- Frequency boost level adjustment mode (AUDIO button)

Digital time delay correction settings setup mode

To set up time delays, select the desired listener position, vehicle size and time delays measurement units
in which time delay values will be entered, output channel and required measurement units in which time
delay values will be entered, then select the desired output channel and the required time delay value.

Receiver supports time delay adjustment in the following unit ranges: 0-18ms / 0-612cm / 0-240inch.

Filtering setup mode

Receiver has the ability to apply filtering in the range from 30 to 12 500 Hz and slope from 6 to 24 dB/Oct
for each pair of broadband output channels. For subwoofer channels in the range from 15 to 800 Hz and
slope from 6 to 24 dB/Oct.

To adjust the filtering, select the frequency and slope of the HPF and LPF filters for each of the channel
pairs. All crossover settings are applied in real time.

Frequency boost level adjustment mode

In the frequency boost level adjustment mode, you can adjust the boost level of high, mid and low
frequencies, and activate the XBASS mode for the selected frequency. To adjust settings, tap the desired
parameter on the settings screen.




Steering wheel control settings m

To use the receiver's steering wheel control function, you must first connect the SWC1 and SWC2 wires or
the external SWI module to your car.

The receiver supports the SWC learning function and control from the buttons on the steering wheel, to
switch to SWC/SWI learning mod, tap on the SWC button in the lower left part of the main screen.

Next, you need to select the desired SWC or SWI programming
mode by taping corresponding button at the top of the screen. Then
tap the required action icon, the message «reading and the name of the
selected icon» will appear at the bottom of the screen, after which you
need to press the button you need to program on the steering wheel. If
the button is successfully detected, the message «reading successful
and the name of the selected icon» will be displayed at the bottom of
the screen. After programming all the buttons you need, you need to
press the upload button in the upper right corner of the screen. In case
of successful upload, you will see the message: «upload successful»,
after which you can start controlling the receiver from the buttons on
the steering wheel of your car.
